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Aachen Cathedral

Aachen Cathedral, seat of the Bishop of Aachen, 
is a building that has grown over 1,200 years. The 
collegiate church, built by Charlemagne around the 
year 800, is still completely preserved today and 
forms the core of the church building. Until the 
19th century, almost every stylistic epoch added 
something new. The most important addition is the 
choir hall, completed in 1414. The cathedral is the 
burial church for Charlemagne and Otto III and an 
important pilgrimage site throughout Europe. From 
936 to 1531 it was the coronation site of German 
kings. With its treasure and its furnishings, it has 
been a UNESCO World Heritage Site since 1978. © A. Herrmann / ats

The Aachen Cathedral Treasury holds one of the most 

important church treasures in Europe and is part of the 

"UNESCO World Heritage Aachen Cathedral". The extensive 

collection focuses on goldsmith and textile art. Works of 

art from 12 centuries bear witness to the long history of 

Aachen's Marienkirche since Charlemagne. Outstanding 

works are the ancient Proserpina sarcophagus, the Lothar 

cross and the ivory situla from the era of the Ottonian 

emperors. The bust of Charles and the Charles reliquary 

hold relics of the Holy Emperor. Unique Romanesque and 

Gothic reliquaries contain the great Aachen treasure of 

healings, which attracted pilgrims throughout Europe.

At the 'Centre Charlemagne', a new type of city muse-
um in the heart of the former area of the imperial pala-
ce of Charlemagne, between cathedral and town hall, 
signifi cant stages of the city history will come to life: 
the ancient Aachen with its Roman monumental struc-
tures, the Carolingian period, in which Aachen became 
the centre of the Frankish Empire, the city of medieval 
coronations; but also the dawn of the modern age until 
today is shown in many exciting exhibits, photos and 
multimedia productions.

The Couven-Museum features the development of the 
bourgeois culture of living in the 18th and 19th century. 
It covers the following styles: Rococo, early Classicism, 
Empire style and Biedermeier period, Aachen Liège fur-
niture of the 18th century, faiences, precious glass and 
porcelain. The Couven-Museum is located in a house 
built in 1787, which belonged to the old Aachen apo-
thecary family of Monheim. Its current name origina-
tes from the famous Aachen architect Johann Joseph 
Couven.

The Grashaus is Aachen’s oldest building and as the fi rst 
town hall of the city and after being used over decades 
as town archive it is of great historic importance. It 
was also used as court and prison. In particular serious 
offences were on trial in this place. Many delinquents 
were beheaded in the courtyard. The Grashaus is 
the station 'Europe' of the Route Charlemagne, an 
extracurricular learning venue for school classes. In 
building history related guided tours, groups can visit 
the historical architecture with the beautiful old charter 
hall and the gothic vaulted entrance hall called 'chapel'.

The “Internationales Zeitungsmuseum” (Interna-
tional Newspaper Museum) offers in an impressive 
residential house from the 15th century one of the 
most recent and informative presentations on the in-
ternational world of media of the 21st century. With 
articles like ”from event to information“ or ”lie and 
truth“ it conveys media competence in a clear and 
contemporary way. The worldwide unique collection 
is based on a stock of 300.000 international newspa-
pers from fi ve centuries.

The Ludwig Forum Aachen is an interdisciplinary cul-
tural institution for international, temporary art. It is 
based on the art collection of Peter and Irene Ludwig 
with key works of pop art, photorealism and Euro-
pean art since the 1960ies until today. According to 
the demand formulated by Peter Ludwig, “to collect 
and present world art”, the collection also contains 
numerous works from Russia, Cuba, China and many 
other countries. The extensive collection has again 
and again been the starting point for an attractive 
and multifaceted exhibition and event programme.

As a civic museum, the Suermondt-Ludwig Muse-
um stands for art from antiquity to classical moder-
nism. By now, the collection includes 900 sculptures, 
1500 paintings and more than 10,000 graphic sheets 
in addition to numerous arts and crafts objects. Af-
ter almost two years of closure for renewal of the 
air-conditioning system, the walls are now freshly 
painted and the works of renowned artists such as 
Rembrandt, Dürer, Cranach, Zurbarán, Liebermann 
or Macke are presented in a new exciting arrange-
ment, in keeping with the guiding principle of our 
"Chamber of Civil Art".

With its collection and temporary exhibitions, the 
Kunsthaus NRW Kornelimünster offers an insight 
into the past, present and future of the North 
Rhine-Westphalian art scene. Since 1948 the land 
NRW has promoted young artists through buying 
their artworks, among others Karl Otto Götz, Ernst 
Wilhelm Nay, Günther Uecker, Gerhard Richter, 
Sigmar Polke, Katharina Sieverding, Bernd and Hilla 
Becher, Andreas Gursky, Gregor Schneider, Gerd 
and Uwe Tobias or Erika Hock. The Kunsthaus is 
accommodated in the magnifi cent seat of the former 
imperial Abbey Kornelimünster.

General terms and Conditions
For our guided tours

 The general terms and conditions refer to offers of the organizer aachen tourist service e.v. (“ats“) 

 

1. Validity and prices 

The offers shown, including prices, are valid at the time of the respective new edition. We reserve the right to adjust our prices and validity at any time. For 
guided tours starting after 6 pm, the ats charges an evening surcharge of 20,– € per group. The foreign language surcharge (30,– €) is already included in the 
mentioned rates, the 1/2 hour extension costs 30,– € per group.

2. Performances and changes in performances 

The ats reserves the right to use a suitable tour guide according to the required qualification. The execution of the guided tour shall not be bound to a certain tour 
guide. The ats also reserves the right, after conclusion of agreement, to use a different tour guide than the one originally mentioned, if this under consideration 
of the interests of ats is still reasonable for the guest. 

3. Mutually agreed changes in performances 

Changes on a guests request shall only be possible during office hours and are only binding, if ats has confirmed these changes in writing. Alteration requests 
must be made in written or electronic form. If the agreed services, in particular date, time, foreign languages, etc, are changed by the guest more than 2 times, 
the ats shall be entitled to charge a processing fee of 5,- € per service and group. The guest’s right to proof minor damage shall be unaffected.  

4. Delays 

In case of a delay, the guest shall immediately inform ats. In principle the duration of the guided tour will correspondingly be shortened by the delay time. If the 
tour guide’s time allows it, the guided tour can be extended. At a time extension of 15 to 30 minutes, costs will be increased by 30,- €, in case of an extension 
between 31 and 60 minutes by 60,- €. If the guest/the group of the guest has not arrived after 30 minutes waiting time without notification, it will be assumed 
that the guided tour is not made use of. The costs shall be invoiced according to the paragraph “cancellations”. 

5. Cancellations on the part of the guest 

Withdrawal from contract (cancellation) shall only be possible during office hours of the ats and shall be made in written or electronic form. Until 7 days before 
execution of the service cancellation shall be free of charge. In case of cancellation until 24 hours before execution of the service, we will invoice 80 % of the 
order sum as well as the possibly occurring costs for ordered / mediated foreign services (bus, etc.). If the cancellation is made at a later point in time or the tour 
is not made use of, the full amount shall be invoiced. The guest’s right to proof minor damage shall be unaffected.  

6. Cancellations on the part of ats 

The ats shall have the contractual right until 24 hours before execution of a booked tour, to withdraw from it or to cancel it. This can e.g. be the case, if a guest 
became ill and no substitute person could be found. In this case the booking fee shall not be charged or already paid amounts shall be reimbursed to the full 
amount. 

7. Liability and limitation of liability  

As an organizer for individual services ats shall be liable for intention and gross negligence. In case of slight negligence the ats shall only be liable, if an essential 
contractual obligation (cardinal obligation) is infringed. The claim for damages against ats, in case of slightly negligent infringement of contractual obligations, 
shall in principle be limited to a conclusion of the contract foreseeable possible damages typical for the contract concerned. These limitations of liability shall 
not be applicable to damages due to injury of life, body and health. 

8. Photo, film and audio recordings 

Recordings of the guided tour (photo, film or sound recording) shall only be permitted with prior express consent of the organizer/tour guide. Any publication of 
photos, film or sound recordings shall as well only be permitted after written consent of the organizer/tour guide. All copyrighted rights shall belong to the ats. 

9. Online dispute resolution according to art. 14, paragraph 1 ODR-VO 

The European Commission provides a platform for online dispute resolution (OS), which the customer finds under https://ec.europa.eu/consumers/odr/. The ats 
does not take part in any dispute settlement procedure of a consumer arbitration board and shall also legally not be obliged to take part in it.
